KILLED HERSELF FOR A 8TRAH0ER

A Satrimonlal Agency led This Marriod
Womim to a Slogulur Death.

LIBERTY, Me., May 16.—A queer

story of matrimonial speculation was
revealed to-day In connection with the
suicide Monday of a woman who gave
her name as Louise Oilman, of Belllng-
ham, Mass. She had come to Liberty
expecting to tneet a man named Merrill,
with whom she had been corresponding
with a view to matrimony. He had ad-
vertised for a wife and had been an-
swered by a woman who slgti«5 her
name as Louise Oilman. Merrill prom-
ised to marry her if she would come to
Liberty. The day before her arrival lie
left town.

The woman reached here Monday and
was deeply affected on learning ol his
departure. She weni at once to her
room and swallowed a dose of laudanum
aud arsenic, from the effects of which
she died. In her dress were found, four
letters which confirmed her story of her
strange courtship. There was also an-
other letter containing some money ad-
dressed to Albert G. Graham, Brook-
nela. Mass. This led to the disclosure
of the fact that she was married. Gra-
ham was her husband. He arrived to-
day and identified the body as that of
his wife. He said she had left him sev-
eral times and gone to her mother's
house in Belllngham, but had returned
in a few days. She had always been a
source of expense and worrlment to
him, but he did not suspect her of beln

Pilot Thomas Jackson, who was
at the time of the mishap, testified that
he had gone on deck at 8.10 P. M., and
had seen Shlnnecock Light, He advised
Mr. Hill to ask Capt. Brlstow If it -would
not be better to haul further oft shove.
The first officer left the bridge, but Pilot
Jackson was unable to say whether he
had gone to the Captain, The pilot went
to the chart-room after this. Capt. Hains
asked the pilot whether he hod aban-
doned the bridge when he knew
that the vessel was In peril.
Pilot Jackson responded that he
did not think It was any of his
business, and that he was very chary of
f lving advice to captains who had on

Ifferent occasions insulted him for sug-
gesting a change of course when he was
not In charge.

Second Officer Alfred Joyce totttwefi
Pilot Jackson and gave testimony con-
cerning the speed, course and steering
qualities of the steamship. There was a
slight haze at S P. M., he said, and at
7.20: P. M. he had noticed a light, and
had reported It to the Captain. Brlstow
had told him to take a good bearing, and
when asked why the chart had not been
examined,, he answered. that It was in
the saloon, and not in its proper place,
the chart-room.

After Capt. Halns had made a series
of heated remarks, telling him that the
steamship should have been three times
as far off slwre, he was dismissed.

Edwin Rutter, chief engineer, testi-
fied that the first signal read "stop,"
then "full speed astern." Seaman Ed-
ward Harland, lookout, contrafllctea for-
mer testimony concerning the vessel's
lights. Neither he nor any of the former
witnesses were able to contradict Pilot
Jackson's statement that he had notified
the first officer that it would be bcf'fr
to haul off shore.
